To whom it may concern.

Over the past eight years, my experiences in the Arts and Sciences
have lead me to a Bachelor's Degree in Philosophy (with honors and membership
in the Honor Society Phi Beta Kappa) from Goucher College, Towson, MD in
December 1978, extensive study in the pre-medical sciences, with work in
medically related areas, travel across the United States, India and Israel,
and, most recently, a Master of Arts degree in Psychology from Antioch
University in Los Angeles.

I came to know of Bhagwan Shree Rajneesh during my travel in the United
States when a friend introduced me to a book entitled Only One Sky. My
liberal arts education in philosophy had familiari‘:ed me with the works of
Aristotle.
